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House Ag Committee
passes Cuban trade bill

On Thursday the House Agriculture Committee passed
H.R. 4645, the Travel Restriction Reform and Export En-
hancement Act, by a vote of 25-20.

The legislation restores the “cash in advance” policy for
Cuba’s purchases of U.S. farm products and eliminates the
need for Cuba to go through third-country banks to make
payments to U.S. exporters. It also removes all restrictions
on U.S. citizen travel to Cuba, which have worked against
U.S. farmers and ranchers.

A Texas A&M study of the estimated economic impact of
H.R. 4645 indicates up to $365 million in additional U.S.
agricultural exports could result, adding $1.1 billion in
business activity and 6,000 new jobs.

If the travel ban is lifted, it will allow for potential

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Streambank trees:
benefits and resistance

The state watershed
forester who’s just joined
the Kansas Forest Service
has a pretty good idea of
what he’s getting into.

William J. “Billy” Beck
studied and worked as a
professional forester and
forest hydrologist in Mi-
chigan, Colorado and Illi-
nois.

“My time in Illinois re-
ally opened my eyes to the
positive relationship be-
tween water quality and
riparian forests — those
long strip forests along
riverbanks. But, I also saw
the related issues that
landowners can have,” he
said.

Like Kansas, Illinois is
an agriculture-intensive
state, Beck explained.
Many landowners there re-
sisted the idea of planting
trees in their property’s ri-
parian areas.

“Their concerns were
understandable. Trees are
large, fairly permanent or-
ganisms, and they can take
extremely fertile land out
of production. That’s not to
mention those overhang-
ing tree branches that can
bang on combine cabs!” he
said.

In time, however, Beck
found that most Illinois
landowners were simply
“unaware of the vast envi-
ronmental and economic
benefits” that riparian
forests provide. Those ben-
efits are the same ones
he’ll now be working to
support in Kansas, be-
cause riparian trees: sta-
bilize streambanks — even
through flooding; reduce
runoff and promote rain-
fall infiltration into the
soil and down to the
groundwater supply; trap
and store runoff-carried
pollutants; provide wild-
life habitat; and act as a
sustainable income source
via timber harvests, spe-
cialty forestry products,
hunting leases, etc.

The first three benefits

also help keep sediment
and other pollutants out of
natural water sources,
Beck said. That can be
vital to the long-term via-
bility of any state, but es-
pecially one in the High
Plains or desert South-
west.

So, his primary goal as
Kansas’ watershed fores-
ter will be to foster the es-
tablishment, management
and protection of riparian
forests in the state’s varied
watersheds.

“It’s like a domino ef-
fect. The water you protect
in a watershed’s streams
feeds into the state’s
rivers, lakes and reser-
voirs. Eventually, it be-
comes the water we drink,”
the forester said.

The Kansas Forest Ser-
vice has no laws or regula-
tions to enforce. It works
for change by providing in-
formation, technical help,
training, analyses and pro-
fessional plans. When pos-
sible, it also loans out spe-
cialized equipment, offers
low-cost tree seedlings
and/or connects landown-
ers to programs with cost-
share funds.

That means Beck is like-
ly to work as much with
Kansas’ people as with
its trees. He’s already
making contacts among
the state’s landowners,
government agencies, and
watershed restoration and
protection (WRAPS)
groups.

“I'm excited to serve as
Kansas’ watershed fores-
ter. The Kansas Forest Ser-
vice can play an integral
part in statewide water-
shed planning and man-
agement,” he said. Beck
said the Kansas Forest
Service maintains a ripari-
an forestry section on the
Web at www.kansasforests.
org. He’s available by e-
mail (wjbeck@k-state.edu)
to answer any questions
the section doesn’t ad-
dress.

Market Outlook

A marketing commentary by Bret Crotts

Last Wednesday morning the
USDA released the Quarterly
Stocks report and the June Plant-
ed Acreage Report. Out of the
corn, wheat, and soybeans only
one of the 6 numbers that USDA
released was within the range of
pre-report estimates, so there
was a lot of new information to
digest. When it was all said and
done, the numbers were very
bullish for the corn. Acreage was
much lower than expected at
87.9 million and the stocks were
much lower than expected at
4.310 billion bushels. A report
like this can have a major impact
on psychology and very likely
marked a long term bottom in
the corn. We can now absorb a
record high yield and not bal-
loon ending stocks and traders
will start looking to buy breaks
instead of selling rallies.

Unfortunately, it was not so
friendly for the wheat. The
wheat numbers added to the
bearishness of the wheat market.
Higher acreage (53.8 billion)
and higher than expected stocks
(973 million), is not what this
market needs. It is very likely
that new crop ending stock will
be over 1.1 billion bushels in the
July supply and demand report
and that the stocks to use ration
will be over 50%.

The soybean numbers were
mixed with acreage coming in
higher than expected at 78.9 mil-
lion and stocks coming in lower
than expected at 571 million
bushels. These numbers are sup-
portive to the bull spreads and
keep attitudes negative towards
the new crop contracts.

Friday is the July supply and
demand report. There will be
many changes to the tables due
to adjustments made in the
stocks and acreage reports.
There could also be yield in-
creases in the corn, wheat, and
soybeans, which will make the
wheat and soybean numbers
even more bearish than they al-
ready are.

The corn market started the
week sharply lower, but made a
very strong recovery following
last Wednesday’s reports. For the
week the December corn ended
up 24 cents higher and 41 % off
the weekly low. The charts look
friendly. The December corn has
made two closes above the 50-
day moving average and is now
testing the resistance at the 100-
day moving average. There are
multiple levels of resistance
from $3.85 - $4.00 in the De-

cember contract, so it won’t be
easy to keep the market moving
higher. The corn got a very bull-
ish shot in the arm this week, but
it will need more good news to
keep the market moving. A dry
forecast or more buying by the
Chinese would certainly help.

The wheat market also made
a very strong recovery following
a bearish start to the week. The
September KW was 21 ! higher
for the week and 37 ' off the
low. It was very impressive con-
sidering how bearish the reports
were and how bearish the funda-
mental outlook as a whole is. It
was also very interesting how
well the wheat kept up with the
corn. Judging by the reports I ex-
pected the corn to make larger
gains versus the wheat.

The charts suggest the wheat
is due for more strength. It won’t
be surprising to see the Septem-
ber KW reach the $5.30 level
next week. However, after that it
is difficult to see further gains.
Friday’s supply and demand
numbers will be the most bearish
we have seen since the mid
1980’s. It is hard to get excited
about buying a market in a situa-
tion like that. Perhaps our ex-
ports will improve at some point
due to the problems in Canada
and Russia, but so far we have
only had two good export sales
weeks. This week’s total of
418,400 MT is not going to con-
vince USDA that the export esti-
mate is too low.

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Ag teachers have online lesson plans
from MU beef reproduction scientists

Agriculture teachers have new tools for teaching the latest beef reproduction practices
to their high school students. Twenty Missouri teachers saw a sneak preview of computer-
based lessons prepared by University of Missouri scientists.

“We’ve made lots of progress in developing new breeding protocols,” said David Pat-
terson, MU Extension animal scientist. “It is time we begin to address the needs of com-
mercial cattle producers in the state.”

The lessons, which can be used in many settings and combinations, teach the detection
of estrus, the reproduction cycles in cows and heifers. The MU scientists have developed
ways to synchronize those cycles so all cows in a herd can be bred on one day. That reduces
labor, increases conception rate early in the breeding season and produces uniform calf

Patterson and fellow MU professor Mike Smith wrote the lessons as part of a USDA
grant that integrates research, teaching and extension. “The grant allows us to extend what
we have learned,” Patterson said.

The lessons were converted into computer-based modules by a professional design com-
pany with support from the National Cattlemen’s Beef Association and Pfizer, the phar-

The lessons are based on research on farms of the Missouri Agricultural Experiment
Station and cooperating beef herd owners. “We’ve tested these breeding protocols on more
than 7,000 cows in 70 herds,” Patterson said. “We can reasonably expect timed artificial in-
semination to achieve conception rates of 60 to 70 percent on the first day of the breeding

The teaching modules explain herd management practices on a beef farm. They also ex-
plain the science of reproduction, define and illustrate all of the processes in the lessons,
and contain a glossary of scientific terms.

The Fertilizer Institute
offers Fertilizer 101 initiative

The Fertilizer Institute
(TFD recently announced

“World
population will grow to
more than 9 billion people
by the year 2050 and fertil-
izer will be increasingly
important as modern agri-
culture works to feed a
growing world,” said TFI
President Ford B. West.
“We cannot allow the idea
that food comes only from
the supermarket to take
root. It’s in this spirit that
TFI developed Fertilizer
101. We hope that read-
ers and vistors to the
website will gain infor-
mation that provides a
better understanding of
what fertilizer is and why
it’s so important to our fu-
ture.”

Fertilizer 101 replaces
TFI's Fertilizer Hand-
book, a well-established
industry resource for fer-

tilizer information. As was
the case with the Fertiliz-
er Handbook, the new
book and website cover
the important fertilizer
fundamentals including
information on essential
nutrients, fertilizer pro-
duction and definitions of
commonly used fertilizer
products. In addition, the
new resources contain the
latest information regard-
ing nutrients in the envi-
ronment and product safe-
ty and security, including
content on fertilizers and
human health as well as
information on nutrient
stewardship by farmers
and home gardeners.

“As TFI works daily to
educate Capitol Hill staff,
representatives of regula-
tory agencies and the
media, we identified the
need for a centralized fer-
tilizer resource for indi-
viduals who may not have
a technical background,”
said West. “Through the
tools produced in the Fer-
tilizer 101 initiative, we
hope to educate key deci-
sion makers and the gen-
eral public about the steps
being taken to ensure sci-
ence and stewardship
guide the industry’s ac-
tions.”

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New smartphone app alerts consumers
to food and product recall info

Popular technology will
now help Americans verify
what they eat is safe. The
U.S. Government’s Products
Recall app for the Android
smartphone is now avail-
able at the revamped
USA.gov website, and the
apps for Blackberry and
iPhone are soon to follow.

“Alerting consumers
quickly to food and product
recall information through
this technology can prevent
untold illness and save
lives,” said Agriculture
Secretary Tom Vilsack. “In-
stead of trying to find re-
calls on many different
websites at home, con-
sumers who download this
tool can use technology to
make informed decisions
even before they put a
product in their grocery
cart or open the package to
prepare a meal for their
family.”

The app was unveiled by
the General Services Ad-
ministration as part of the
new mobile app store on
the updated USA.gov web-

site. The new Mobile Apps
store at USA.gov will col-
lect all in one place the mo-
bile applications devel-
oped throughout the feder-
al government.

Using information from
several agencies across the
government, including the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Food Safety Inspec-
tion Service (FSIS) and the
Department of Health and
Human Services’ Food and
Drug Administration
(FDA), the Products Recall
app for smartphones is a
powerful tool that will help
reduce foodborne illness
and enhance the lives of
Americans. It puts informa-
tion about any recalled
products - including foods -
at consumers’ fingertips.

The app allows con-
sumers to view the most re-
cent recall press releases
and any pictures associated
with those products. Con-
sumers can get information
of specific interest to them
using a feature on the app
that searches recalled

products by product name
or category.

The app’s “report inci-
dent” feature allows con-
sumers to connect directly
with their government to re-
port concerns of unsafe
products. A “tips” option
will feature rotating educa-
tional messages for con-
sumers about a variety of
products, such as highlight-
ing safe food handling tips
as popular cooking holidays

approach.
“Our goal is to quickly
inform the public and

media when food products
are recalled,” said USDA
Deputy Under Secretary for
Food Safety Jerold Mande.
“This app puts the informa-
tion directly in the hands of
consumers, giving them the
power to take action.”

In addition to foods reg-
ulated by FSIS and FDA,
the Products Recall app
also includes recall infor-
mation for drugs, cribs,
strollers, child safety seats,
tires, and other consumer
products.

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Don’t forget to look
at your cattle this summer

Summer schedules on the
farm are busy and can be
even more hectic if a pro-
ducer has employment off
the farm. But sometime be-
tween putting up hay, clip-
ping pastures and combining
fescue or wheat, checking
the cattle needs to be high on
the priority list.

“Close observation every
few days by you or someone
with a good eye for cattle
can help prevent a variety of
problems and will pay off,”
said Eldon Cole, a livestock
specialist with University of
Missouri (MU) Extension.

The frequency of check-
ing the herd will vary de-
pending on the class of cat-
tle, distance to the pasture
and a variety of other fac-
tors. Cole says there is no set
rule for how often cattle
need to be seen but more
often is better than “every
now and then.”

A routine check should
involve a head count (re-
member cattle theft is a pos-
sibility).

This time of year, eye irri-
tations can create serious
problems. Early awareness
and treatment of bad eyes

can prevent 25% to 30% of
the animals coming down
with affected eyes. Bad eyes
can cause lower weight
gains and reduce the market
value of feeder cattle and
breeding stock.

Other items to check in
the pasture include the effec-
tiveness of fly control, espe-
cially horn flies and face
flies. If fly tags were put in
back in April, their effective-
ness could be gone by now.
Backrubbers and dust bags
should be changed if they
show signs of cattle traffic.

Do you notice any lame-
ness, which could be foot
rot? Or, if cows calved earli-
er this year, do they seem to
be bred or is there an unusu-
al amount of bull activity?

“Unfortunately, most of
the breeding activity takes
place during evening and
early morning hours when
you may not notice it. Just
make sure the bull is healthy
and mobile,” Cole said.

It is also important to
“read” pasture conditions.

“Be sure there’s plenty of
pasture and that the quality
is suitable for optimum per-
formance of cattle,” Cole

said. “It is also a good idea
to rotate your pastures at
least once a week. This helps
maintain legume growth and
improve forage use.”

It is also a good idea to
observe the cattle for signs
of fescue toxicosis. Those
symptoms might be signs of
heat stress such as pond
standing, mud hole wallow-
ing, slow hair shedding, dull,
dry looking hair and lost tail
switches. Make note of the
cattle that appear to be the
most affected. This helps
identify cull candidates.

Other things to watch for
include checking on salt and
mineral levels, looking for
holes in the fence, water gap
problems, water problems,
broken wild cherry limbs
and cattle with the ADR syn-
drome (ain’t doing right).

“A few years ago I asked
a husband and wife team
what the most important
management item they did to
keep their herd looking
good. The wife immediately
said that they look at their
cattle a lot. I think that pret-
ty well sums up a vital part
of beef cattle management,”
Cole said.

Planning for future yield increases now;
check soybean roots for nodulation

Soybeans need nitrogen
— and lots of it — to reach
their full yield potential. As
much as 300 pounds of ni-
trogen can be required to
produce a yield of 75
bushels per acre.

“Some of the nitrogen
comes from oxidation of or-
ganic matter in the soil, but
the balance is produced by
rhizobia bacteria residing
in nodules on the plant’s
roots,” says Jim Beuerlein,
technical consultant to
Becker Underwood and re-
tired Ohio State University
extension agronomist.
“That means soybean roots
need to be properly inocu-
lated with the right strain
of rhizobia to effectively
and efficiently provide the
nitrogen needed for maxi-

mum yield.”

Soybean nodulation
checks require only a few
basic tools — a spade, a

bucket of water and a sharp
box cutter or blade — and
the knowledge of what to be
looking for. Conduct enough
checks to provide a good
representation of what’s
taking place in the entire
field. Beuerlein offers the
following tips for effective
soybean root nodulation
evaluation.

Start checking plants 40
days following emergence
and until pods begin to fill.
Use a spade to dig up as
much of a plant’s tap root
and lateral roots as possi-
ble. Plants six to eight inch-
es high will have most of
their roots within the top 10

inches of the soil surface.
Do not pull the plant as this
can cause nodules to be
separated from the roots.
Carefully remove soil from
around the root system.
Soak roots in a bucket of
water and gently remove
the remaining soil.

Start with an examina-
tion of the area around the
tap root. Look at the overall
mass of nodules, not just
the quantity of nodules.
There should be at least
eight to 20 large healthy
nodules per plant.

Slice open several nod-
ules and check the color in-
side: Pink to bright red —
Actively fixing nitrogen;
White — Indicates coloniza-
tion by rhizobia, but they
are not yet mature or ac-
tively fixing nitrogen.
Check again in a few weeks.
Green, brown, tan, black or
mushy — Not active, inef-
fective or may be parasitic.
Record the number of nod-
ules per plant, their color
and location within the
field for review in post-har-
vest evaluation.

Stresses on the plant

and the rhizobia during the
growing season can ad-
versely affect the nitrogen-
fixation process. Beuerlein
says using a seed treatment
system containing an inocu-
lant component at planting
can help soybeans reach
even higher yields when
any of the following condi-
tions occur: cool, wet soils
(i.e. no-till, conservation
tillage, etc.); saturated soil
conditions for three or
more days since last inocu-
lant application; early
planting; Low pH (<5.8) or
high pH (> 8.5) soils; soils
with a calcium base satura-
tion of 10 percent or less;
prior use of inoculant mate-
rial(s) more than a year old
and having an inadequate
live bacteria count; dry soil
that has been 80°F or
warmer for three or more
days; sustained use of some
soil-applied pesticides; low
organic matter (< 1%); soy-
beans not grown in previ-
ous years (i.e. continuous
corn, CRP acres, etc.); and
crusted soils that limit the
exchange of atmospheric
nitrogen by root nodules.

Consider nutritional needs of early weaned calves

Meeting the nutritional
needs of a young calf might
sound familiar to parents of
young children: feed well,
feed often and prepare for
pickiness. Weaning at 90 to
120 days of age has proved
to be an effective tool to
maximize feed efficiency
and stimulate marbling de-
velopment, but that comes
with added nutritional re-
sponsibility.

Cargill Animal Nutrition
beef specialist Bryan Mec-
Murry lays it out: “Early
weaned calves have margin-
ally functional rumens com-
pared to a calf weaned at
200 days, which means less-
than-optimal digestion of
feedstuffs for the early
weaned calf,” he says. “As a
result, feeds used in their
diets must be high quality
and highly digestible.”

Early weaned calves
have smaller rumens, less
intake capacity and fewer
microbes to digest feed
than older weanlings. “They
can’t eat very much, so
every little bit has to be
pretty darn nutrient-dense
to take advantage of their
high feed efficiency,” says
ruminant nutritionist Jeff
Heldt, with Land O’Lakes
Purina Feed. Ideally, nutri-
tional considerations start
before weaning. “Getting
them on a decent creep feed
30 days before will make
the process a lot easier,”
McMurry says. Brush, Colo.
rancher Justin Curtis tran-
sitioned from creep feeding
to feeding a 90-day-old
weaned calf. He focused on
using readily available
feeds and facilities. Three
weeks before weaning, he

set up electric fence in the
irrigated pasture his pairs
were grazing. With a wire
just tall enough for calves to
walk under but hot enough
to keep cows out, he offered
a 50/50 combination of
ground hay and corn in tire
feeders. “When it came
time to wean, we didn’t
have any trouble getting
them to the bunk,” Curtis
says. “Once they know what
feed is, those young calves
fill up just like an older one
would.” The only difference
he saw was selectivity. “If
you’re mixing your own
feed, you can’t just blend
some straw into their grain
- they’ll pick the low-quali-
ty feed parts right out if
they don’t like it. You just
have to use high-quality
roughage in their ration.”
Home-grown feedstuffs
can work for early weaned
calves, but it’s critical to
make sure the diet is bal-
anced for a young, early
weaned calf. McMurry ad-
vises using pelleted feed to
eliminate ingredient sort-
ing. Pellets work well for
creep as well as transition
diets, although the nutri-
tional composition should
be different. “As soon as
you pull the milk away and
create the stress that comes
with weaning, you com-
pletely change the require-
ments of that calf,” McMur-
ry says. “The transition diet
needs to be even more
palatable and fortified.”
McMurry says the ideal
transition diet for young,
dry-lot weaned calves
should have a minimum
crude protein level of 14%,
make that 16% for those

weighing less than 300
pounds. It should provide
moderate energy levels of
50 to 52 Mcal net energy for
gain (NEg) for the first two
weeks, trace mineral levels
25% to 30% above a normal
starter diet, and plenty of
high-quality grass hay.
“They’ll readily eat all the
high-quality grass hay you
can feed them,” he says.
“That will expand their ru-
mens and get their digestive
systems adapted to a dry
diet quickly.” After the first
two weeks the energy level
in the diet can be increased
gradually.

Pique interest by filling
bunks with enough hay to
last all day, and then pour
the feed on top, McMurry
suggests. “During weaning,
calves will nearly always
eat hay before anything else
- it’s essential in getting
them to settle down and eat
during the early days in the
weaning process.”

Similarly, cattlemen
weaning in the pasture
must focus on available for-
age quality and quantity.
Heldt says matching that
with appropriate supple-
ment is essential to optimal
gain.

“If you are going to keep
those cattle on pasture and
still want to develop them
to normal finishing, you will
need a corn-based energy
supplement to get a 3-lb.
daily gain,” he says. “If you
want to be more conserva-
tive with a 2- or 2.5-1b. gain,
you can get by with a pro-

tein-based supplement on
grass.” Either way, he warns
coccidiosis can be a con-
cern. “From a feed-additive
standpoint, an ionophore
would be pretty critical to
keep that in check.”

Self-feeders are a viable
option. “You want to make
sure every animal has an
opportunity to eat whenev-
er it wants, and bunk space
and competition with those
young calves can be a prob-
lem,” Heldt says. “You sure
don’t want a 100-day-old
calf getting hogged out of
feed, because it will show
up a lot worse on him than it
would on a calf twice as big.
The value in a self-feeding
program is that it’s avail-
able 24/7, which is ideal
from the standpoint of labor
and feed management.”

Getting calves started on
the right nutritional track
early can falter if it isn’t fol-
lowed through to finish.
“The last thing we want to
happen is to set this calf up
at the level of feed efficien-
cy and performance we
have achieved at the ranch,
then send him to the feedlot
where he gets the typical
starter ration instead of the
hotter, denser diet he’s used
to,” Heldt says. “There
needs to be some communi-
cation that these cattle
know how to eat and that
they are on an above-aver-
age level of performance,”
he says. “Then the feedlot
can decide how to best man-
age them based on that in-
formation.”

U.S. farmers plant
record-high soybean crop

U.S. farmers planted 78.9 million acres of soybeans,
exceeding last year’s planted area by 1.4 million acres, or
2 percent, and setting a new record high, according to the
acreage report released today by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s National Agricultural Statistics Service
(NASS). Aided by favorable weather conditions early in
the season, farmers in the Northern and Western Corn
Belt and the Northeast increased their soybean acreage.
Record-high planted acreage was reported in Kansas,
Nebraska, New York and Pennsylvania, while Minnesota
and Oklahoma tied their all-time record highs. Iowa con-
tinues to lead all states in total soybean acres with 10.2
million acres.

Farmers also planted a near record-breaking 87.9 mil-
lion acres to corn, up 1.4 million acres from last year but
down 1 percent from March. This marks the second con-
secutive increase in planted acreage to corn and the sec-
ond highest acreage on record since 1946, only behind
2007. Illinois and Kansas reported the largest increases
in corn acres with both states planting 600,000 acres
above last year. While Iowa continues to lead the nation
with 13.3 million corn acres, the state experienced a de-
crease of 400,000 acres from 2009. This drop is primarily
attributed to the increase in soybeans planted.

The acreage report also shows an increase in cotton
acres for the first time since 2006, due in part to advan-
tageous weather and high prices. Farmers planted 10.9
million acres of cotton, up 1.8 million acres, or 19.2 per-
cent, from 2009. Increased acreage was widespread
throughout most of the Cotton Belt.

Despite the increases in corn, soybean and cotton
acres, total U.S. crop area is slightly down, decreasing by
0.1 percent, or 360,000 acres, from last year. NASS’s
acreage estimates are based on surveys conducted dur-
ing the first two weeks of June on approximately 11,000
segments of land and from a sample of approximately
71,500 farm operators across the United States.

NASS also released the quarterly grain stocks report
today, showing corn stocks up 1 percent from June 2009,
soybean stocks down 4 percent and all wheat stocks up 48
percent. Despite the increase in corn stocks from this
time last year, there was a 3.38 billion bushel disappear-
ance between March and May. This is the highest disap-
pearance on record for corn during this quarter.

USDA announces projects to improve water
guality and quantity for agricultural operations

Agriculture Secretary
Tom Vilsack recently an-
nounced support for farm-
ers and ranchers in 10
states to conserve water
and improve water quality
on agricultural working
lands through the Agricul-
tural Water Enhancement
Program (AWEP), which
leverages additional re-
sources and services from
conservation partners.

“Agricultural produc-
ers are the first stewards
of our land and water, and
USDA is working hard to
support efforts to protect
and preserve our water re-
sources,” said Vilsack.
“The funding will help
producers in ten states
begin or expand plans and
projects to improve water
quality.”

USDA will provide
more than $19.7 million in
fiscal year 2010 for 28 proj-
ects through this voluntary
program. AWEP provides
technical and financial as-
sistance to help farmers
and ranchers implement
activities to improve agri-
cultural water. The pro-
gram is administered by
USDA’s Natural Resources
Conservation Service
(NRCS), which enters into

agreements with conserva-
tion partners to help
landowners plan and im-
plement conservation
practices in project areas
established through the
agreements. In the project
areas announced today, in-
dividual farmers and
ranchers may apply for
benefits.

AWEP partners include
federally recognized Indi-
an tribes, states, units of
local government, agricul-
tural associations, and
non-governmental organi-
zations. To become part-
ners, applicants submitted
proposals to address the
following enhancement ac-
tivities:

Water conservation or
quantity restoration or en-
hancement projects;

Water quality restora-
tion or enhancement proj-
ects;

Water quality or water
conservation plan devel-
opment;

Irrigation system im-
provement or irrigation ef-
ficiency enhancement;

Activities designed to
mitigate the effects of
drought and climate
change; and
